8. What country are they from and what is the person’s name that holds this position
9. What is their relationship to the other bodies? Does their decisions go to another body after theirs, do decisions  come from one or more of the bodies to be ruled on by this body?
10. Give any other details or facts you may discover to help your classmates understand your governing body.
