	A nation is a large group of people with strong bonds of identity 

a tribe on a grand scale. 

The nation does not necessarily enjoy a state of its own. 

National identity is typically based on shared culture, religion, history, language or ethnicity

Examples: Native American tribes in the U.S., Tibet, Vatican City, Kurds in Northern Iraq
	Has space or territory which has internationally recognized boundaries
Has people who live there on an ongoing basis, organized economy, power of social engineering, a government, and sovereignty.
	An organization, or agency through which a political unit exercises authority, institutions that performs functions, distribution (hierarchy)  of power 
	A mode or system of rule or government, a dictatorial regime, a ruling or prevailing system of government, a group that is in control and has power, authoritarian regimes  has slow economic and technical growth.
Example: N. Korea
